How to Navigate

Pre-Recorded+

These presentations will consist of a 15-minute pre-recorded talk and any additional information the presenting author
chose to upload. Each author has been encouraged to set up a time for live video chat or text chat at a specified time
during the week. They have been encouraged to use the scheduled session time but may have chosen an alternate time.
